Dear Drinking Water Customers;

As you will see in the following tables our system has no violations. We are proud that your drinking water meets and exceeds all
Federal and State requirements. We have learned through our monitoring and testing that some constituents have been detected. The
EPA has determined that your water IS SAFE at these levels.

This is the ninth consumer confidence report that we have mailed to our customers. The first was October 1,1999 and from now on
will be mailed to you before July 1, of each year. Each year this report will be updated with the sampling results from the previous
year.

System Construction
The District has completed pressure zone 3 and the underground booster station at the corner of Gloria Place and Anderson Drive.
These booster pumps will provide water pressure to all the lots in pressure zone 4. When the underground storage tank is constructed
in Outlot 28 the booster station will fill the tank. The District plans to complete Anderson Drive this year with the completion of
water and sewer mains and road construction. All houses located on district water and sewer mains are required to tie on within 30
days of completion.

Watering Restrictions
The board has adopted a Resolution to restrict landscape irrigation in Crested Butte South. The Resolution allows irrigation between
5:00a.m. to 10:00a.m. and 5:00p.m. to 10:00p.m. daily. The Extraordinary Restrictions will not go into effect until the board feels it
will be necessary. If you have any questions regarding watering restrictions please call our office at 970-349-5480.
Landscaping in Easements
Several homeowners have placed landscaping in the District’s road easement. All trees, large rocks, landscaping berms and anything
sticking up above grade must be moved back onto your property. This area must be kept open for snow-storage. Homeowners are
welcome to maintain grasses and wildflowers in the area between your property line and the edge of the driving surface
Water Meters
Water meters are required and must be in working order in Crested Butte South. It is illegal to by-pass the meter with irrigation lines
or for any other use. The board changed the Meter Regulations to require all meters and remotes be in working order by July 1, 2003
or the water bill for that residence will be doubled. Most of the residents that have been contacted have contacted us and have been
taken care of. When we start reading meters in July and we find that yours in not working we will contact you at that time. Thank
you for your cooperation with this effort.

Wellhead Protection
Please don’t dump pollutants on the ground that will potentially harm the ground water quality in our beautiful valley, i.e. motor oil,
antifreeze, and old paint.

Household Hazardous Waste Disposal

The District is participating in a program with Gunnison County, the City of Gunnison, the Towns of Crested Butte and Mt. Crested
Butte and the Crested Butte Fire Protection District to collect and properly dispose of hazardous waste you may find around your
home. The tentative date has been set for Saturday, September 29", from 9a.m.to 3p.m. and will take place at the Crested Butte
School. The purpose is to offer an alternative to dumping waste in the landfill, down your sewer or on the road. Notices will go out
and a campaign to notify all interested parties will commence as the date nears.

General Information About Drinking Water
All drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be
expected to contain at least small amounts of some
contaminants. The presence of contaminants does not
necessarily indicate that the water poses a health risk. Some
people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking
water than the general population. Immuno-compromised
persons such as persons with cancer undergoing
chemotherapy, persons who have undergone organ transplants,
people with HIV-AIDS or other immune system disorders,
some elderly, and infants can be particularly at risk of
infections.

can be naturally-occurring or result from urban
stormwater runoff, industrial or domestic wastewater
discharges, oil and gas production, mining, or farming.

e Pesticides and herbicides that may come from a variety
of sources, such as agriculture, urban stormwater runoff,
and residential uses.

e Organic chemical contaminants, including synthetic and
volatile organic chemicals, which are byproducts of
industrial processes and petroleum production, and also
may come from gas stations, urban storm water runoff,
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and septic systems.

¢ Radioactive contaminants, that can be naturally
occurring or be the result of oil and gas production and
mining activities.

In order to ensure that tap water is safe to drink, the Colorado
Department of Public Health and Environment prescribes
regulations limiting the amount of certain contaminants in
water provided by public water systems. The Food and Drug
Administration regulations establish limits for contaminants in
bottled water that must provide the same protection for public
health.
